· A server is software - not a computer!

· 'For the Web to work, computers that house Web pages must run a Web server' according to BBF Chapter 3 section 1 pages 4 & 5.

· However according to the set book, Computer Concepts chapter 8 p. 351 para 3  'A Web Server is a computer that uses special software to transmit Web pages over the Internet'.

· A client is software - not a computer!

· A Web Browser allows a user to access multiple server types.

· You may however require FTP client software if this not built into your browser!

· A single Internet host can supply several server types simultaneously!
